Voter Information 
 

On June 22, 2010, all 30 precincts will be open in Wayne County to vote on the Democrat 
race for the U. S. Senate.  The polls will be open from 6:30 a.m. until 7:30 p.m.  Upon arrival 
at the polls, voters will be asked to state their name, residence address, and registered party.  
After verification of the voter’s information, all registered Democrats may vote, Unaffiliated 
voters that voted Democrat in the first Primary may vote Democrat in the second 
Primary; Unaffiliated voters that did not vote in the first Primary may choose to vote 
Democrat in the second Primary;  Unaffiliated voters that voted Republican or 
Unaffiliated in the first Primary may not vote in the second Primary.
