     Mr. Crumpler stated the plat met the minimum requirements of the Wayne County Subdivision Regulations.  Mr. Crumpler stated the property would be taken into the City of Goldsboro and once acquired by them would have to meet their requirements.  He stated the property would be developed for a Walmart Neighborhood Market. Mr. Crumpler recommended approval of the plat. New Business
Text amendment to allow Towers\Antennas as a Special Use in Light Industry zone
     Mr. Crumpler stated a text amendment to allow communication towers as a special use in the Light Industry zone had been received requesting the wording be added to the zone.  He stated what that means is if someone applies for a communication tower in the LI zone it must go before the Wayne County Board of Adjustment to receive their approval before it could be placed.  Mr. Crumpler also stated what that also means is that in the County any area that is zoned Light Industry someone could apply for that, but they would have to go before the Board of Adjustment and that is taken on a case by case basis.  He stated the request had been made by the Wayne County Office of Emergency Services and in their package they received a copy of a letter from Mel Powers making the request. He stated they have a site selected that is within the Light Industry zone and they are wanting to erect the communications tower.  Mr. Mike Aycock stated what this is concerning is the radio system for the County and they are trying to erect another tower on the west side of the County to enhance the radio system.  Mr. Crumpler stated it seems within reason to add this as a special use in Light Industry.  He stated if the property was zoned Heavy Industry it would already be a permitted use, but rather than going through a rezoning process, leave the property zoned as it is and add it as a special use and it can be dealt with on a case by case basis.  After discussion by the Board, a motion was made by Mrs. Summerlin and seconded by Mr. Taylor to approve the request and forward the recommendation to the Board of Commissioners to establish a public hearing.  The Board passed the motion unanimously.
     With there being no further business, a motion was made by Mr. Taylor and seconded by Mrs. Summerlin to adjourn the meeting.  The Board passed the motion unanimously.
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
