Be respectful to the other participants in the parade. If you cannot conduct yourself in a respectful manor, you will be 
asked to leave and will not participate in the parade.

Have at least one person at the Line-up/Assembly area promptly at 9:30am. It is recommended that you display your 
organization’s name prominently.

Travel the parade route in an orderly fashion. You will not be given time to stop the parade and perform at the 
reviewing stand, or anywhere on the parade route.  (If you/your organization stops anywhere on the parade route you 
will be immediately asked to stop your routine and continue on the parade route.)

Lewd, provocative, and/or inappropriate dress and routines will not be tolerated.

In order to comply with City ordinance, candy, pamphlets, and/or other items cannot be passed out, thrown out, or 
given along the parade route. If you have someone stationed in the crowd, they can pass out information from the 
sidewalk during the parade.
